OR 2 kilo pan of Red Pitch (if
you already have a pitch bowl, it must have either dark green, green, or red pitch on
top. We will ‘blob’ it up on top of the bowl, so if your bowl is filled flush, please
purchase a pound of extra pitch.)

Scriber
Flat and half round needle files
Block of Van Aiken brand plasticine any color (sometimes called plastalina and
available from craft stores)
Chasing hammer (cheap economy ones are fine)
Leather mallet
Small steel bench block (very important!)
Flat and round nose pliers
Joyce Chen shears
Metal:
2” x 3” Copper sheet in 24 gauge. Clean scrap is fine.
4” x 6” Sterling silver sheet in 24 gauge (copper may be substituted for part or all of
this sheet if sterling is too $)
optional: students may also bring 24 gauge gold/silver bi-metal 2”x2” or 2”x3”. Bimetal
available from Hauser and Miller, Reactive Metals, and Rio Grande
or
flat, unpatterned, copper/sterling mokume gane, rolled to 23 gauge. Rolled size should
be approximately 2”x3”. Flat mokume is available from Reactive Metals in 14 gauge to
be rolled down by purchaser.
Finishing supplies/equipment (optional):
The following items are suggested in case you would like to finish your pieces in class
Course, med, and high shine silicon knife edge wheels in 7/8” diameter
Mini muslin buff and screw top mandrels for flex shaft
Brass brush
Easy silver solder (sheet or wire) if you would like to solder on any findings
Sterling wire for making bails, earwires, etc.
