· Small steel items (not stainless, I don’t work in stainless, not sure how I would teach it, but I would give it the college try):  Rust is a good thing! A visit to junk yards/shops would be good homework. I tend to pick up stuff when I am walking the dog or out for a run. Every one has a junk drawer. Old washers are fabulous. A trip to the hardware store is good too (please save any packaging, if something is galvanized I need to know). *maybe we should take a field trip at the start of class to the beach and look for good rusty found objects to work with. Remember, small items, this is for jewelry, we are working small.
· Non ferrous metal: gold and fine silver solder the best, but may be  cost prohibitive. Copper and brass oxidize so quickly, they will solder to steel, it will take a little longer and need more pickling and more patience. I suggest practicing with this and then working up to the precious metal for your designs. BUT, really depending on your designs, you might not need that much precious metal and everything else can be brass or copper. You will want sheet, bezel wire, wire, bar stock, tubing, etc…
· Straight-flute carbide drill bits from McMaster Carr. (They are open 24/7, no kidding! Ph.630-600-3600.) the part numbers I order are: 8944A99  $9.36 each, 8944A131  $9.36each, 8944A128  $9.82. These bits are absolutely necessary, unfortunately not only are they expensive, they are brittle and break easily. Each student will need at least 4 (and this is sooo conservative if  you do a lot of drilling), but I am betting you will want more. Also, the ones I order are pretty small, the bigger ones get even more expensive.
· Gemstones if you want
· Gold and silver solder
· Various grinding burs
· Various finishing burs
· Flex shaft if you have one and can bring it
· Sand paper, all grits that you are accustomed to working with
· Safety goggles
· Flux brush
· Pliers: several pair (do not bring your favorite ones, or expensive ones). These might get really abused.
· Shears: (I love the aviation snips from Sears, get left, right and straight. I have had mine for over 20 years and use them on everything. I end up just using the R, if you can only get one pair, maybe go for the straight cut).
· Old files: you will want to dedicate these to steel. Several cuts, and several sizes large and small. Think cheap
· Saw frame and blades: get the blades you are most comfortable using, and plenty of them. lubricant
· Hammers: don’t bring good raising or planishing hammers for steel
· Anything that you think will be useful or that you use all of the time
· Dust mask or respirator
· Wire hanger to make solder pick
· Mallets

· Torches: If you use a Meco Midget or a Little torch, consider bringing it.  If you’ve needed an excuse to buy one, this is it.  Acetylene ambient air is not hot enough for our needs and the studio will have very limited oxy/fuel torches available. 
*If you have brand new pliers or hammers, bring them and I will show you how to finish them so they don’t damage your work. New tools always need tweaking before use.
